
Sau Chan

Born in Hong Kong, Sau Chan immigrated at the age of 5 to the United States with her parents who 
eventually settled in a tiny town in Virginia, where the “in” crowd’s favorite activity on Saturday night 
was circling the local Burger King and the McDonald’s in pickup trucks. Unable to see over the 
dashboard of most pickups, Sau chose to spend the next decade or so working toward a career 
that allowed her to circle the globe rather than the local fast-food franchises. 

She spent five years as a reporter and editor with the Associated Press in cities including 
Boston and New York covering breaking news, such as the downing of flight TWA 800, and 
flying with at least one state governor in a C-130 over a natural disaster. In 1999, she joined 
Bloomberg News in Hong Kong, where she worked with reporters in South Korea, China, 
Taiwan, Thailand and the Philippines directing news coverage and training reporters to be 
faster than the competition. Her work earned her the Bloomberg News “Speed Demon” 
award. During her time in Asia, Sau also spent two years as Bloomberg’s bureau chief 
in Seoul and took the opportunity to enter North Korea, where it’s a sure thing that no 
one complains about a fascist state and mask mandates. 

In 2008, Sau returned to Virginia – talk about coming full circle – to attend law 
school before becoming a prosecutor in the city of Richmond, where she was 
part of a two-person on-call team specializing in vehicular homicides. In 2017, 
she became only one of two multi-jurisdictional prosecutors for insurance 
fraud. Because of her work with animal rescue groups, Sau also was the go-to 
person for prosecuting animal-abuse cases, which ranged from the serious, 
such as dogfighting, to the absurd, including prosecuting the owner of an 
albino peacock – yes, they exist – for letting his bird roam free to defecate 
on a neighbor’s newly refinished porch. Sau is currently in the Anti-
Corruption Unit working on cases that do not involve porch-pooping 
fowl with melanin deficits . . . not yet, at least.
