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Veterans Day, a federal holiday observed each year on November 11 

regardless of which day of the week the holiday falls, honors those who 

have served in the United States Armed Forces. The origins of Veterans 

Day came from the aftermath of World War I – known at the time as 

“The Great War, which officially ended when the Treaty of Versailles 

was signed on June 28, 1919, in the Palace of Versailles, located about 

12 miles west of Paris. However, fighting had actually stopped seven 

months earlier when an armistice, or temporary cessation of hostilities, 

between the Allied nations and Germany went into effect on the 11th 

hour of the 11th day of the 11th month. For that reason, November 11, 

1918, is generally regarded as the end of “the war to end all wars.” In 

November 1919, President Woodrow Wilson proclaimed November 11th 

as the first commemoration of Armistice Day. The original concept for 

the celebration was for a day observed with parades and public meetings 

and a brief suspension of business beginning at 11 a.m. On May 13, 

1938, Congress made the 11th of November each year a legal holiday – 

a day to be dedicated to world peace and celebrated as Armistice Day. 

However, after World War II and the Korean War, Congress amended the 

holiday to Veterans Day to honor American veterans of all wars.

Elder Abuse and Animal Cruelty Unit
The Elder Abuse and Animal Cruelty Unit has been hard at work establishing relationships and beginning community outreach. A first for 
Fulton County, the Unit is staffed by three attorneys, an investigator, a victim advocate, and a paralegal. The Unit’s mission is to educate, 
prevent, and prosecute crimes against some of our most vulnerable citizens – those older than 65 and the disabled, as well as animals. 
They prosecute cases involving caretakers and individuals acting under the Power of Attorney who victimize those they are trusted to 
protect; family members who victimize the elderly; and contractors who exploit the elderly. Animal Cruelty cases focus on Aggravated 
Animal Cruelty and Dogfighting, where the animal is the primary victim.

Over the past several months, the Unit has worked with Canine Cellmates: Beyond the Bars to begin a groundbreaking diversion program 
aimed at changing the lives of men and dogs alike. Building off the extremely successful program developed for use in custody, this first-
of-its-kind program works with individuals on bond. The curriculum targets repeat offenders and accept men with substance abuse and 
psychological challenges. The program uses dogs to teach compassion, conflict resolution, patience, and responsibility. Participants also 
learn parenting and time-management skills.

On September 9, 2021, the Unit was present at the ribbon-cutting and was honored to speak about the important partnership this office 
and the program has to change lives. The inaugural class of men, handpicked from open cases within the Fulton County system, began 
their classes on September 20, 2021. Eight adult dogs and a puppy were rescued from Fulton County Animal Control and moved to the 
facility on Atlanta Road, where they are learning along with the participants. The dogs should be ready for adoption by the end of the year.

On September 3, 2021, the Unit hosted the first meeting between local law enforcement, animal control, and prosecuting agencies to 
discuss active cases, issues, and animals being held as evidence. This monthly meeting is designed to break down barriers between 
agencies, educate on the procedure, and foster a team to best hold those who harm animals accountable while keeping animals out of the 
shelters as much as possible.

On September 14, 2021, the Unit became a member of the North Georgia Elder Abuse Taskforce, which comprises federal and state law 
enforcement and agencies. The Taskforce meets monthly to share information and strategies aimed at fighting Elder Abuse. This is the first 
time the Fulton County District Attorney’s office has been represented on the Taskforce.

On September 30, 2021, the Unit and the White Collar Unit met with local and federal law enforcement agencies at the Roswell Alpharetta 
Public Training Center to discuss Elder Abuse and to increase our outreach to partner law enforcement agencies. Spreading the message 
that it is a “New DAy” in Fulton, the Unit has been working to increase our accessibility to both the public and law enforcement to combat 
crime.

On October 7, 2021, the Unit attended and presented at the Boy Scouts of America Youth a Protection Seminar, discussing the importance 
of animals and the positive impact they have in our lives as well as how they can assist children in traumatic situations.

On October 13, 2021, the Unit had its first official outreach event. Hosted by the city of Fairburn, the Unit met with the elderly and discussed 
common scams in circulation; how to identify and protect themselves from scammers; and how to recognize signs of abuse in themselves 
and others. The Unit intends to strengthen community relations by producing literature and hosting similar outreach events in the future.

The Unit is working on literature that can be distributed in the community alerting the elderly and their families about risk factors and how 
to protect themselves. Major outreach events will become a large portion of the Unit’s work going forward in the hopes that Elder Abuse in 
Fulton County can be curbed through PREVENTION as well as prosecution.

A true lover of all creatures, she spent the pandemic fostering dogs for the Atlanta Humane 
Society. Jill believes that animal cruelty spans a wide range of causes, and by addressing it, we may prevent crimes against humans as 
well as address issues within abusers.  

We owe so much to those that give so much – no one gives us more than animals and elders. 

Previously a member of the Domestic Violence Unit, Matt Holmes is excited to start the next chapter of his career by joining the new 
Animal Cruelty & Elder Abuse Unit. He has been with the in the Fulton County District Attorney’s since the start of 2018. His time with 
this office is a part of his 10-plus years practicing in Georgia, where he has been a prosecutor and public defender, all in Fulton County. 
He is a proud alumnus of the University of Maryland and Howard University’s School of Law. 

Being a part of the Unit is special because it tackles two specific sets of crimes prevalent in the community. Elder abuse encompasses 
both financial and physical violence toward our most vulnerable citizens, and it is often overlooked. Matt is proud to have the 
opportunity to help seniors and hold accountable the abusers who seek to victimize those who have given the community so much. He 
also believes animal cruelty . . .  serious, intentional, violent animal cruelty is an issue that has to be addressed by prosecuting offenders. 
“Once the standard is set, proper education and outreach can aid in making sure our loyal companions aren’t mistreated and forgotten."

Brad grew up in Tenafly, New Jersey, and attended Binghamton University in New York. After college, he backpacked across Europe for 
five weeks and then went to Emory Law School. After Emory, he worked with the DeKalb County Solicitor General’s Office and then the 
Douglas County District Attorney’s Office. In January 1996, Brad joined the Fulton County District Attorney’s Office when Lewis R. Slaton 
was still district attorney, making Brad the longest continuous-serving attorney within the office.

When Brad started, there were no units. He was assigned to Judge Elizabeth Long’s courtroom. He had many excellent trial partners 
over the years, including Henry Newkirk and Robert C.I. McBurney, and tried the whole range of cases. In July 2000, he became head 
of the White Collar Crime Unit, a position he held for 20 years. During that time, he was named a deputy district attorney. Brad and his 
team obtained about $50 million in restitution for victims and prosecuted about 1,000 defendants, including attorneys, ministers, CEOs, 
accountants, bankers, the largest art dealer in Atlanta, office managers and other trusted employees, as well as everyday thieves, con 
artists and swindlers. A substantial number of these offenders received significant prison sentences.

So far this year, Brad has enjoyed being part of the Case Intake Unit, writing quality indictments and will miss this wonderful crew as he 
starts in the Elder Abuse and Animal Cruelty Unit with an awesome new crew. He’s looking forward to his new assignment of helping 
vulnerable victims and holding the predators responsible and accountable. His door is always open for discussing cases.

Colin Powell, who died at the age of 84 on October 18, had achieved many “firsts” during his unparalleled career: the first black 
National Security Adviser, the first black Secretary of State, and the first black Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff. Also known as a 
trail-blazing statesman, he helped shape American foreign policy by serving in multiple presidential administrations and spending 
the better part of the last three decades breaking racial barriers. He was considered the first black contender for the U.S. presidency. 

Although he was fully vaccinated against COVID-19, Powell was immunocompromised and at greater risk from the virus because of 
his serious underlying health conditions including multiple myeloma, a cancer of plasma cells that suppresses the body’s immune 
response, as well as Parkinson's Disease. 

Powell was born on April 5, 1937, in Harlem, New York, to Jamaican immigrants Luther and Maud Powell. He studied geology at City 
College of New York and found his calling in the Reserve Officers' Training Corps (ROTC). He soon became the commander of his 
unit, beginning one of the most storied and barrier-breaking military careers in American history. He later became Ronald Reagan's 
national security adviser. In 1989, he became the first black Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, appointed by George H.W. Bush to 
the highest military position in the Department of Defense.

Powell rose to prominence during Operations Desert Shield and Desert Storm, developing what later became known as the "Powell 
Doctrine," an approach to military conflicts that advocates emphasizing national security, using overwhelming force to maximize 
success and minimize casualties, and ensuring support from the American public. In 2000, he became the first black Secretary of 
State, appointed by President George W. Bush. In 2003, Powell delivered a speech to the United Nations Security Council making 
the argument for invading Iraq in stating that the country had weapons of mass destruction. The evidence he presented was later 
proven to be false, and Powell spent years expressing regret over those remarks that led to the invasion of Iraq. After retiring from 
public office, Powell spent time as a mentor and advocate. In 2006, he pushed for more rights and better treatment for detainees at 
the Guantanamo detention facility. He broke with the Republican Party repeatedly over the past decade to speak up for racial justice 
and civic democracy. 

President Georgia W. Bush called Powell “a favorite of presidents that he earned the Presidential Medal of Freedom — twice. He 
was highly respected at home and abroad. And most important, Colin was a family man and a friend." 

President Barack Obama lauded Powell for helping a generation of young people set their sights higher. “He never denied the role 
that race played in his own life and our society more broadly. But he also refused to accept that race would limit his dreams, and 
through his steady and principled leadership, helped pave the way for so many who would follow.” 

Powell is survived by his wife, Alma Vivian (Johnson) Powell, whom he married in 1962, as well as three children.
