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April is Child Abuse Prevention Month
Every April, Georgia participates in National Child Abuse 
Prevention Month,1 an initiative aimed at protecting 
the state's most vulnerable and precious citizens: our 
children. During this time, pinwheels – representing the 
playfulness and joy of children – are often planted.2 The 
cause of child abuse and neglect cannot be reduced to 
a single factor. Often times, there are multiple elements 
that can be related to the individual, family, community, 
and society.3 In 2021, Georgia ranked 38th for child and 
family wellbeing in the United States.4

Spreading awareness about child abuse will help 
create safe and healthy environments for children to live 
with supportive families and engaged communities. 
President Jimmy Carter declared the first National 
Child Abuse Prevention Month in 1979.5 The initiative 
came about through the efforts of Childhelp founders 
Sara O’Meara and Yvonne Fedderson.6 In 1983, April 
was formally established as National Child Abuse 
Awareness and Prevention Month under President 
Ronald Reagan’s administration.7

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April is Sexual Assault Awareness 
Month. The mission of this month 
is to raise awareness about sexual 
violence around the world, educate 
communities on how to prevent it, 
and take action against sexual assault.
SAAM is also a campaign that aims 
to increase awareness about the 
causes and risk factors for sexual 
assault and empower individuals 
to take steps to prevent it in their 
communities. Since 2001, the 
National Sexual Violence Research 
Center has coordinated annual 
programming, developing materials 
and resources for organizations 
and agencies to use. The SAAM 
campaign works with a variety 
of non-profit organizations and 
foundations to spread the message 
of awareness and prevention 
through educational programs, 
public events, and petitions for 
legislative action.
SAAM traces its history to the 
1970s when activists first began 
organizing on a national scale to 
reduce sexual assault and violence 
against women. Advocates fought 
tirelessly to bring a topic that was 
once taboo for public discussion 
out of the shadows and shed 
light on the widespread problem 
of sexual assault.  It was also in 
1970 when survivors of sexual 
violence came together and began 
to speak out against the atrocities 
they suffered. They held rallies and 
public speak-outs, and as a result, 
created a movement to end sexual 
violence. Organizing for what was 
then called Rape Awareness Week 

April is Sexual Assualt Awareness Month
in Washington State was one of the 
original purposes of WCSAP.
The first rape crisis center in the 
U.S., Bay Area Women Against 
Rape, opened in 1971, with the 
dual goals of providing counseling 
and advocacy to survivors and 
educating the community. 
In 1976, the first Take Back the 
Night rally brought increased 
visibility as activists organized more 
public events. Take Back the Night, 
a series of marches organized to 
protest rape and sexual assault 
broadcast the message that 
women shouldn’t be afraid to be 
out at night.  By the 1980s, the 
National Coalition Against Sexual 
Assault was mobilizing groups 
across the country to take action 
at higher levels. In 1994, after a 
long campaign, Congress passed 
the Violence Against Women Act, 
the first legislation to require law 
enforcement to treat domestic 
violence as a crime and not a 
private matter.  In 2001, the first 
official Sexual Assault Awareness 
Month once again brought the 
issue into public consciousness and 
reinvigorated a national network 
of events and support groups 
that raise awareness and provide 
resources to survivors and those 
at risk. The Rape, Abuse, & Incest 
National Network (RAINN) supports 
a network of over a thousand rape 
crisis centers.  In 2009 President 
Barack Obama became the first 
President to officially declare  
April National Sexual Assault 
Awareness Month.

FCDA Gang Unit’s Commendable Work

On March 29, 2022, Fulton County District Attorney Fani T. Willis joined Atlanta Mayor Andre Dickens, Fulton 
County Sheriff Patrick “Pat” Labat, Atlanta Police Chief Rodney Bryant, U.S. Attorney for the Northern District of 
Georgia Kurt R. Erskine, and others to announce the creation of a joint Repeat Offender Task Force.
“We will be working hard together to take dangerous repeat offenders off the streets of Atlanta and make all parts 
of the city safer for everyone.” -Madam DA Fani T. Willis

"Meanwhile, Fulton County DA Fani Willis increased gang-charging rates since taking office in 2021. Her office 
proposed enhancements to the gang laws empowering all GA prosecutors to better tackle gang crime. Although 
really, many of these improvements were originally included in Kemp’s 2020 HB 994. Why not then?

The 2022 anti-gang legislation, SB 359, along with a companion bill, HB 1134, garnered bipartisan support in the 
name of public safety. These real criminal justice reforms were met with Kemp’s 2022 budget funding a statewide 
Gang Unit at the GA Attorney General’s Office and a commitment from new Atlanta Mayor Andre Dickens and 
Chief Rodney Bryant to look at increasing the Atlanta Police Department’s gang unit."

MOTIONS FOR OUT-OF-TIME APPEALS. The Georgia Supreme Court abolished the State’s out-of-time appeal 
procedure, held that motions for out-of-time appeal should be dismissed, and held that this outcome applies to every 
matter in which the direct review of the case remains pending or if the case is otherwise not final.   
Cook v. State, ___ Ga. ___, Case S21A1270 (Mar. 15, 2022).

This is a significant alteration of Georgia’s post-judgment jurisprudence. However, the overwhelming majority of that falls 
on Appeals, which is aware. Just know that if you see a motion for something that is “out-of-time,” you should ask Appeals 
or Training if it is a matter which should be dismissed. (Unless it is misnamed, the greater likelihood is: yes, it should.)

MERGER. If they arise out of the same conduct, and without a deliberate interval, aggravated assault with a deadly  
weapon merges with an armed robbery accomplished using the same weapon, Gibson v. State, ___ Ga. App. ___ (2a)  
(Case A21A1221, Mar. 15, 2022), and aggravated assault with intent to rape merger with criminal attempt to rape, id. at (2b).

CLOSED COURTROOMS. The Georgia Supreme Court reaffirmed a prior holding which had determined that, when 
a defendant faults his trial attorney for failing to object to a closed courtroom, a defendant must show both prongs of a 
traditional ineffective assistance of counsel claim (including both deficient performance and prejudice).  
Alexander v. State, ___ Ga. ___ (S21G0112, Mar. 15, 2022). Please know that if a defendant preserves an objection to an 
improperly closed courtroom, that is structural error which will result in reversal irrespective of harm.

The Sixth Amendment to the United States Constitution provides that “the accused shall enjoy the right to a . . . public 
trial[.]” Before excluding the public from any stage of a criminal trial, the party seeking to close the courtroom “must 
advance an overriding interest that is likely to be prejudiced” if the courtroom remains open. (Citation omitted.)  
Presley v. Georgia, 558 U. S. 209, 214 (130 SCt 721, 175 LE2d 675) (2010). In addition, “the closure must be no broader 
than necessary to protect that interest,” and “the trial court must consider reasonable alternatives” to the closure, even 
“when they are not offered by the parties.” (Citation omitted.) Id. The trial court “must make findings adequate to support 
the closure.” (Citation omitted.) Id. The Sixth Amendment right to a public trial is applicable to the states.  
See Purvis v. State, 288 Ga. 865, 866 (1) (708 SE2d 283) (2011).

Alexander, supra, slip op. at 8-9. There is also a state constitutional right to an open courtroom / public trial. See  
Ga. Const. 1983, Art. I, Sec. I, Para. XI (a). So: if your judge wishes to close the courtroom during any part of your trial, 
including jury selection, suggest any and all alternatives you can imagine and have the judge consider them and make a 
record why they are insufficient. Even then, avoid a closed (or partially-closed) courtroom if you can.
