Common Courtesy
Common Courtesy is simply being respectful, polite, and cognizant of how actions
impact others. It's extremely important in the workplace, but just like commmon sense, courtesy
is not common to everyone. Common Courtesy in the workplace can help decrease conflict and
increase positivity and productivity. We spend at minimum 40 hours at work, and some of us
spend much more time with colleagues. Commmon Courtesy can go a long way to improve the

workplace environment.

Greeting/Acknowledging:

It isa common courtesy to speak to a colleague who speaks to you and to acknowledge
that person passing in close proximity. Also, being respectful and communicating without an
attitude is common courtesy. While we cannot hold doors open in secure areas, it doesn't hurt to
acknowledge a person you see.

Acknowledging Positions:

Each person in this office has worked hard to obtain status, degrees, etc. Please do not
belittle anyone by not acknowledging that person’s position or leadership placement. It is a com-
mon courtesy to address someone by their title.

Gossiping:

Gossiping is extremely toxic and equally unproductive. Friendships are welcome at work,
where spending so much time together leads to close connections. It does go against common
courtesy to talk about colleagues behind their backs, discussing others private dealings, and to
chastise coworkers about their personal lives outside of the office.

Working in public service, we must be aware of how our personal lives impact the work that we
do. However, it is unrealistic to think that people do not have personal lives and have fun outside
of the workplace.

Responding to your colleagues:

One common complaint we have experienced is a staff member not responding to an
important email. All emails do not warrant a response. However, it is a common courtesy that if
someone asks a question, whether in email, text, or voicemail, the sender receive a response. You
never know how impactful your response could be to someone.

Timeliness:

It isa common courtesy to respect your colleagues' time by arriving to meetings and
being prepared to start on time. It is disrespectful to take other’s time for granted because all of
us have so much work to do. Also, if you say that you will complete a task by a certain date, it is a
common courtesy to get it done by said date. Sometimes, people's work is impacted by someone
else doing their job. Your timeliness could impact an entire project.

In conclusion, we have no idea what a person is going through outside of the workplace. There
are individuals facing eviction, contending with abusive relationships, dying relatives, persistent
mental illness, and countless other issues. You never know how much your behavior impacts
another. Some people are extremely burdened with issues in their personal lives, and it is coun-
terproductive for them to come to work and deal with whatever may be bothering you. A little
common courtesy can go a long way in brightening someone’s day or, at a minimum, not wors-
en that person’s day.

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Panel Discussion on Human Trafficking

On July 11, 2022, Fulton County District Attorney Fani Willis participated in a panel discussion at Atlanta's Hartsfield-Jackson International
Alirport regarding human trafficking. Madam DA emphasized the importance of acknowledging the problem and voiced her support for
state legislation to provide support and resources for survivors and protect them from further contact with traffickers. She announced a
multi-pronged approach that includes training law-enforcement agencies to detect trafficking, focusing on social media’s role in recruit-
ment and coercion attempts, and holding hotels accountable for profiting from or turning a blind eye to sex trafficking.

During the meeting, a worman disclosed that her 13-year-old daughter was a victim of human trafficking and had been missing for a year,
she asked law enforcement and elected officials for help and resources. Ten days later, on July 21, Madam DA announced that the Fulton
County District Attorney's Office, in collaboration with the Atlanta Police Department and the Fulton County Sheriff's Office, had located
the teen and rescued her from a 40-year-old man.

Paying Attention to What you Have to Prove!!!

At trial, prosecutors have the burden of proof of showing a defendant is guilty beyond a reasonable doubt. The Indictment alleges all the charges that
need to be proved, making this document one of the most important. ALWAYS read the Indictment FIRST when preparing a case for trial. The indictment
provides the context with which you need to filter information effectively when reviewing incident reports, witness statements, etc.

For example, Armed Robbery:

...do charge and accuse John Doe with the offense of ARMED ROBBERY O.C.G.A. §16-8-41, for the said accused, in the County of Fulton and State
of Georgia, on the 30th day of November, 2018, did unlawfully, with the intent to commit theft, take toys, the property of Jane Doe, from the person and
immediate presence of Jane Doe by use of a handgun, an offensive weapon;

What | Need to Prove:

+  Thedefendantis John Doe
+  Thelocation of the incident happened within the jurisdiction of Fulton County
+  The date of the incident was 11/30/2018

. Note: Dates alleged in an indictment, without more, is not a material allegation; consequently, unless the indictment specifically states that the
alleged dates are material, the state may prove that the alleged crime was committed on any date within the statute of limitations. Thomas v. State, 352
Ga. App. 640 (2019).

+  Thisis especially handy in cases involving young sexual abuse victims unable to specify a date.

- Soifthe incident happened on a different date, it will not tank the case to have a different date in the indictment as long as it is not a material
part of the charge and is within the statute of limitations.

+  Thevictim is Jane Doe
+  Thevictim had toys on her person and immediate presence
+  The defendant took the toys with intent to commit a theft

+  The toys were taken from the victim by the defendant by use of a handgun

If prosecutors go into a case file without knowing what all the charges are, context is lost. After reading the charging language, | know what | have to
prove and, therefore, | am in a better position to identify information that is helpful. | know some of you may be thinking: thanks for the advice Captain
Obvious. Like when my high school baseball coach told us, “if we score more runs than the other team, we will win the game,” with the look on his face to
suggest he thought he was letting us in on some big secret.

However, the reality is that we just dive into reports without looking at the charges, let alone the charging language. For instance, if all we know prior to
reading the file in the above example that the defendant is charged with Armed Robbery, but not what he took from the victim, then we don't know to be
on the lookout for what he took (toys), which is an absolute requirement to proving the charge. Let's say in this case, the defendant took more than one
thing, including the victim's car. If we don't read the indictment, we may naturally be inclined to the think that the Armed Robbery is referencing the car

keys, the vehicle, cash, but not the toys, which seem insignificant compared to the other items the defendant took. Imagine a scenario where the first
time we really know what exactly we have to prove is when the judge reads the indictment before prospective jurors before proceeding with voir dire.
While | don't believe that it has happened to anyone who maybe reading this, it has happened, even to veteran attorneys. As a result, the consequences
can range from scrambling to ensure you can prove the charge to a directed verdict/acquittal of the charge(s).
